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Bilinguals are more successful 
 
A recent research project by MARCS institute for brain, behaviour 
and development has found that people who speak two or more 
languages have a better understanding and learn new words faster 
than people who speak only one language. 
 
Dr Karen Mulak, who has done the study together with the National 
University of Singapore, said that most words are learned 
subconsciously. 
òWhen we think about how we learn words we may assume that we 
look them up in a dictionary or that somebody may explain them to 
us but in reality they are learned indirectly,ó Mulak says. 
 
òWhen we hear a word that we do not know subconsciously we try 
to find out what the meaning could be with the help of the text in 
which it is used or with the help of the surroundings in which we 
find ourselves. 
After having met the word several times, our brain constructs the 
possible meaning of the word and finally we have learned a new 
word. Research speaks of learning with the help of comparison.ó 
 
The MARCS study compared the performance of monolinguals with 
that of bilingual people when learning new words. 
It showed that bilinguals learn new words indirectly or by 
comparison and do that better than monolinguals. 
 
After the study Dr Mulak also noticed that bilinguals have an 
advantage over one language people when learning with 
explanations. She noticed that bilinguals master learning processes 
better. 
 
She also mentioned that bilinguals did better in tests concerning 
attention, concentration and memory and that those facts explain the 
better results of bilinguals overall. 
 
That underlines the fact that bilingualism has a number of 
advantages when learning new vocabulary; it goes along with other  
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research projects that found out that the learning of more than one 
language as a child improves the language development, as well as 
other areas such as solving problems and performing complex tasks.

The tables were set nicely and the cakes tasted 
scrumptious. 
 
Last year the singers from the choir of the German Conversational 
Group were dressed as seamen, singing Nordic Sea songs and this 
year they took us on a journey to the Alps, whereas the ladies were 
dressed in dirndls.
